Trackwork | Mainline Track Replacement

• Between Summit Avenue and Warren Street, old rail and ties were removed and new ties were installed [Picture
| 1]. Old ballast was excavated, and crews were fine grading and compacting sub base

• At Evergreen intersection, crews removed rubber seals, rail and timber ties. They removed existing ballast and
were fine grading and compacting the eastbound and westbound tracks [Picture | 2]. Crews installed rubber
panels and rubber seal [Picture | 3]

• Between Summit Avenue and Warren Street, crews continued work. Rail was de-stressed [Picture | 4], the track
shoulders were flooded with ballast, and negative returns were reconnected. At Washington Street, the platform
edge was paved with asphalt [Picture | 5]

•  Evergreen intersection was completed [Picture | 6] and open to the public overnight

Alternative Service | Shuttle Bus Service

Shuttle bus service was provided from Boston College to Babcock Station, at new stops to improve accessibility. 
Corresponding shuttle stops were not provided at Allston St, Griggs St and Packards Corner
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
